I have been practicing law for thirty-four years, primarily in the areas of civil
litigation and criminal law. Over that time, I have had occasion to utilize dozens, if not
hundreds, of private investigators. I can say, without hesitatio~ that David Lynn is one of the
finest investigators with whom I have had the great pleasure to work.
