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® The deaths of three U.S. servicemen in El
Salvador is unfortunately what one can
‘expect in a war zone, especially in a war
‘zone where U.S.-backed soldiers routinely
‘execute unarmed citizens. The executions
of six Jesuit priests, their housekeeper and
‘her daughter are only the latest in a long
history of atrocities committed by those
who are trained by U.S. soldiers and
.financed with U.S. tax dollars.

The U.S. response to the killing of the
priests was to temporarily suspend half of
the annual $85 million in military aid we
give to the Salvadoran government army.
However, to date our soldiers continue to
train an army that only Attila the Hun
could love.

If the U.S. soldiers were executed, we
only have ourselves to blame. It is our tax
dollars and military personnel that have
helped set the rules of war in El Salvador.

On behalf of the 73,000 dead Salvador-
ans, and as an ex-Marine sergeant who
learned some hard lessons in Vietnam, I
feel it is time to bring our troops home and
cut off all aid to El Salvador.
